Poster Presentation Guidelines

All posters should be in landscape format.

The size cannot be larger than 48 inches wide by 36 inches tall.

An easel holding cardboard backing will be provided to hold each poster.

Clips to hold the poster in place will be available while supplies last. You may want to
bring your own clips.
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Poster Sessions: each poster session will be about an hour. During your session, you
will stand next to your poster while attendees come to you to discuss your project.
v Be prepared for questions.

v" Presenters must be present and at their poster during their entire allotted session.
